Target audience 

All staff and volunteers working directly with Children & Adults.  It is recommended that delegates complete the HIV awareness training prior to attending this course.
Aim 

To give participants an enhanced level of knowledge and awareness of the impact of BBV’s and STI’s on all members of society in order to promote prevention measures that can help reduce rates of these infections and protect those who are vulnerable to them.

Learning Outcomes: 
By the end of the training participants will:

· Have an awareness of transmission routes, treatment and prevention of major blood borne viruses including HIV, Hepatitis B & C and Sexually Transmitted Diseases.

· Have an understanding of the principle of universal precautions and basic methods of infection control including high standard of personal hygiene to reduce the spread of nosocomial infections such as Methicillin Resistant Staphylococcus Aureus (MRSA) and Clostridium Difficile (CD).

· Be able to advise on adequate and simple measures of prevention techniques as well as promote an holistic approach to sexual health and the prevention of STI’s and BBV’s.

· Be able to encourage the promotion of safer sex practices among clients from vulnerable groups with whom they may have contact.
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
