Outcomes 
By the conclusion of this training, participants will be able to: 
· Outline reasons why all concerns or allegations must be taken seriously and acted upon
· Explain how abusers isolate and silence their victims and gain misguided trust of protectors by means of grooming behaviours 
· Explain the impact of abuse on victims and those they come in contact with
· Explain how to respond if a child / young person makes a disclosure
· Explain how trauma-response can lead to miscommunication and misunderstanding between a worker and a child or young person they are working with; how to predict and manage such situations
· Explain the importance of negotiating with the individual and resident group when establishing boundaries of behaviour
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
